Introduction to Unicef Rights Respecting Schools Award – developing a values framework for the wellbeing and participation of the whole school community TWILIGHT

The Rights Respecting Schools Award (RRSA) recognises achievement in putting the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child (CRC) at the heart of a school’s planning, policies, practice and ethos. A rights-respecting school not only teaches about children’s rights but also models rights and respect in all its relationships. The initiative unifies a range of educational priorities including the global dimension, SEAL, community cohesion and sustainable development. A three year qualitative study by researchers at the Universities of Sussex and Brighton found that the RRSA has had a profound effect on the majority of the schools involved, including that: “All 31 schools were characterised by very positive relationships between pupils, between staff, and between pupils and staff. Listening, respect and empathy were evident and there was little or no bullying or shouting. Staff and pupils reported experiencing a strong sense of belonging.”

Achievement for All – How do we know it’s working? TWILIGHT
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Thursday 19th January – 4 to 5.30pm at Tees Valley One World Centre, TS3 0HB
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Measuring attitudinal change can be a challenging area of assessment of learning. This workshop will explore practical and engaging activities that can be used to audit and assess the impact on pupils’ attitudes and values of your global citizenship work on human rights and diversity, sustainable development, social justice and equity. The workshop will incorporate activities that can be used to develop pupils’ critical thinking and questioning skills including the use of images and photographs. The activities will help teachers to engage learners as active partners in judging progress towards learning objectives and emphasise the contribution of global citizenship to achieving the Every Child Matters outcome of “making a positive contribution”. Examples include: What do you know about…a specific country or locality you are studying?”, useful if you are developing a school linking project and “Is this a family? - using photos, this activity is designed to measure the extent to which pupils acknowledge a range of diverse families and are comfortable using appropriate language around issues of heritage and sexuality.

New ways to teach about energy & water in schools TWILIGHT

Be prepared for Climate Week ~ March 2012
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Wednesday 1st February - 4 to 5.30pm at Northwood Primary School, Pendleton Road South, Darlington, DL1 2HF

Energy is now a compulsory Eco-Schools topic – tackling it is an excellent way to both reduce your school’s emissions and to save money through reduced energy bills. The Carbon Reduction Commitment was launched in April 2010 and covers both public and private sectors of the economy, aiming to help these sectors to cut greenhouse gas emissions by 80% relative to their 1990 level by 2050.
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This workshop will draw upon resources such as the Eco-Schools programme, “The Pod” and Practical Action’s Powerdown Pack and activities aimed at reducing our carbon footprint. 
In the UK, schools spend around £106m a year on water, and a large secondary school can spend more than £20,000 a year on water alone. By implementing careful water management, together with an effective education programme, your school could easily reduce your water use by two thirds.
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Where would people be without water? Water is crucial to the survival of every living thing and has helped form the Earth as we know it. The workshop seeks to highlight exactly how precious water is, especially clean water, and the difficulties that are faced by many people in the world in accessing it. Through various global examples teachers will help children to learn how lucky they are to be able to turn on a tap to get clean water and to reflect on their own personal usage and how to use water wisely in the future. The workshop includes a case study by Northwood Primary School about their recent water-themed Global Focus Week.

Global teaching about the Olympics TWILIGHT 
How can we support young people to become local heroes and heroines for a fairer world?
Tuesday 7th February – 4-5.30pm at Tees Valley One World Centre, TS3 0HB

This workshop will incorporate exciting global learning opportunities for teaching about the Olympics, taking it further than flags and medals. The workshop will look at how sporting heroes and heroines across the world have overcome great obstacles to make the world fairer reflecting the Olympic values of excellence, friendship and respect and Paralympic values of courage, determination, inspiration and equality. It will provide an opportunity to explore equality and diversity issues in Britain and the wider world which will enable schools to integrate a wider global dimension into their curriculum and inspire young people to achieve.

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Knowledge and skills divorced from real world situations leave young people unprepared for the complexities of the modern world. Using controversial issues helps young people to develop a number of skills. This workshop will explore methodologies to develop critical thinking and analytical skills and enable teachers to support young people to handle disagreement and acknowledge other people’s viewpoints. The workshop will include practical activities to introduce and manage controversial issues in the classroom, using resources such as Out of Sight, Show racism the red card, Islamaphobia and role play games.
