	First Steps to Rights     Unicef

This is a pack for incorporating global perspectives into teaching and learning. It provides an introduction for very young children to the basic rights of all children and the responsibilities that accompany them. Each unit of work explores a specific theme with objectives, materials, a range of activities and conclusions. The activities are designed for whole class or group work and differentiated for younger and older children. 
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	India: Children’s Need Children’s Rights     Unicef

This resource looks at India through the lives of a number of children from different geographical areas and socio-cultural backgrounds. It comprises a very informative, broadly based handbook, 15 colour photo-sheets with information and activities on the reverse, and "A Journey through India" co-operative board game. It is based around the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child and enables teachers to present the larger picture of the diversity of India which is often lacking in "locality studies". Parts of the resource are available to download from the Unicef website.
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	Go Bananas!     Oxfam
Most of us enjoy bananas but how often do we think about where they come from and how they arrive in our shops just ready to eat? Bananas are likely to capture children's interest, but they also lead right to the heart of some difficult trading issues. The photopack traces the banana's journey from where it is grown (in this case St Vincent) through being shipped to the UK, to the wholesalers and finally the market or shop. Children's activities trace some of the issues and inequalities which occur in this process. Most striking is slicing up the banana according to who gets what. 
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	Time for Rights     Unicef
A handbook for teachers about human rights education at Key Stage 2 and 3. It provides conceptual information about human rights developments from different world regions and active learning activities for students. Using information in case studies, statistics, discussion, role play, games and practical ideas and examples, this pack helps teachers to put forward novel practical classroom tasks to address these themes across different subject areas including Citizenship and Personal, Social and Health Education. 
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	Young Citizens     Save the Children
A handbook to help teachers inform and guide students at Key Stage 2 and 3 about citizenship themes. It incorporates support material for teachers, 24 activities for students, sixteen A4 photo cards and children's stories from different countries - UK, Uganda, Guatemala, Honduras and India - involving community projects. The activities also provide information about several domestic issues on citizenship such as school policies and norms, parenthood, rights and responsibilities, crime, racism, work and community responsibilities and rights. However, the photo cards could reinforce stereotypical images of other countries if they are not used carefully in classroom activities. The activities and photos should be explored across curricular subjects with additional resources to provide further insight of the topics.
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	Little Book of Children’s Rights     Unicef
A leaflet produced specially for use in schools, classrooms and youth clubs with 8-18-year-olds. It summarises in pictures and accessible language the 42 key articles of the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child. Please note that the 'UK Reservations' on Articles 10 and 37 were lifted in October 2008.
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	For Every Child     Unicef
This book for children, with a foreword by Archbishop Desmond Tutu, illustrates and summarises the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child (UNCRC). The book is suitable for children of primary school age. It includes images by leading children's literature illustrators, along with photos from around the world. The text explains the UNCRC in simple language, showing how it is relevant to children in all countries.

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	One Well: Imagine all Earth’s water came from one source by Rochelle Strauss (A&C Black)
Looking at all the water on Earth - in the atmosphere, the oceans, lakes, ponds, rivers, and rain -  as "One Well" into which all life dips to survive, this book explores the use and abuse of a not-so-limitless resource. Liberally sprinkled with interesting facts, such as "It took about 130 L of water to make your bike", the readable text informs children of growing demands on a finite supply; increasing pollution; and the intensifying urgency for the conservation, preservation, and protection of a unique chemical combination more essential to all life than the air we breathe. Included is a section for children on "Becoming Well Aware," and notes for adults about helping youngsters (and themselves) to consider the quality and quantity of the water passing through their lives. 
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	The Huge Bag of Worries by Virginia Ironside  (Hodder Children’s Books)
Wherever Jenny goes her worries follow her - in a big blue bag! They are there when she goes swimming and when she is watching TV. What will she do and who can help her? A funny and reassuring book that inventively visualises the feeling of being anxious and worried about things, perfect for encouraging group discussions on how to deal with worries. 
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	Window by Jennie Baker (Walker Books)
This picture book shows the world changing year by year. There are no words, but the collage on each page shows how a wilderness becomes more and more built up, and turns into a city. It shows how small changes, which cannot be seen day to day, mount up to enormous changes over twenty years. An ideal book to get your class thinking about our impact on the environment.
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	Global Steps 
Global Steps is a card game consisting of 8 playing cards and one instruction card. Each playing card represents an area of consumption; energy, food, paper, travel and so on. The game enables people to estimate their personal ecological footprint and explore their impact on the environment. Available to purchase from
